The road refers to a path through which Naser al-Din Shah (the king
of Iran in the late 19th century and the first Iranian
photographer) used to pass to reach his country house. The path
connects Tehran as the southern foothill of Tochal Mountain to its
northern foothill.

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In the second year of his reign in S AH, Fath Ali Shah Qajar ordercd the construction of a pahn
outside Tehran at that time. This large building, located on the old road from Tehran to Shemiran, |
was located on top of a hill, with four watchtowers on ecither side. The towers had a beautiful view |
of the desert, Shemiran, Tehran, the rums of Rey and Dushan Tappeh, and the surroundings and
buildings could be seen from abovve .
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
